Take home - Prayer Ventures October 2025

These petitions are offered as guides to prayer for the global, social and
outreach ministries of the ELCA. Thank vou for your continued prayers for
the life and mission of this church.

19 Ask God to grant justice to those who suffer discrimination and ineq-
uity, and ask the Spirit to help us be bearers of God’s justice in the world.

20 Remember in prayer our ministries in seven countries in Asia and the
Pacific region. Pray

for ELCA Global Mission personnel and Young Adults in Global Mission
who work alongside companion churches to spread the gospel, equip
leaders, teach, respond to community needs and strive for justice.

21 “The time is coming when people will not put up with sound teaching,
but, having their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teach-
ers to suit their own desires and will turn away from listening to the truth
and wander away to myths” (2 Timothy 4:3-4). Pray that the Spirit will
give us insight and guidance when we struggle to distinguish God’s truth
from the falsehoods that lead us astray.
